1. Highlight key words, phrases, or sentences. Write what you find significant in the margins.
Highlighting without notes will only help you identify the locations of a passage, but will not
help you make meaning.

Write questions, comments, or connections in the margins.

Summarize events every few pages.

Draw a square around unknown words

Circle words that you find powerful, imaginative, challenging, or emotional.

Underline major themes/ author’s purpose
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These will be your first major grades of the year, so please take this seriously.
